· Following directions for Arts/Crafts and Science Experiment
· Asking for items needed (glue, markers, paint, materials)/Sharing
· Fine motor skills development

· Making predictions/Hands-on experimentation
Structured Social Skills and Safety Groups:
*Lessons are pulled from recognized Social Skills Curriculums with trained facilitators conducting the groups. Some topic examples include:

· Introductions and starting conversations
· Greetings and courteous phrases
· Maintaining conversations
· Problem solving steps for situations
· Responses to situations
· Conflict resolution
· Anger management and Relaxation
· Dealing with bullying, drugs, etc.
· Stranger danger
· What to do if you are lost
· And much more!
Note: Social Skills, Communication and Problem Solving are incorporated throughout all daily activities. Strategies used for teaching Social Skills in both the structured Social Skills Group and during activities are:
· Explanation
· Demonstration
· Teacher Modeling
· Peer Modeling
· Prompts/Cues
· Guided Practice 
· Independent Practice
· Other strategies assessed as most effective for the teaching of the skill
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Structured Leisure Activity:
*A variety of leisure activities that promote:

· Good health
· Exercise
· Sportsmanship and dealing with losing
· Encouraging Others/Helping Others
· Helping others
· Following rules
· Asking questions/Making choices
· Sharing/Learning give and take
· Gross motor skill development
· And much more~
Snack:
· Conversation skills (give and take in interests; recalling events of the day/week)
· Communicating wants/needs
· Responsibilities (passing out napkins, cups, snack; pouring juice; etc)
· Manners
Review of Recipe: 
· Learning to read recipes and/or adapted recipes (boardmaker, etc)
· Finding the ingredients
· Determining cooking items needed
· Sequencing steps
· Cooking/food words
· Nutrition
Cooking Activity:
· Preparing to cook; cleanliness and sanitation
· Measurement
· Using a microwave, toaster oven, or burner plates (time and temperature), and other appliances (toaster, blender)
· Use of motor skills in cutting (plastic knives under 1:1 supervision) stirring, pouring, etc
· Safety in the kitchen and sanitation
· Cooperative learning and communication 
· Clean up/washing items
Field Trips/Community Activities:
· Experience a variety of fun places to go in the community
· Facilitated practice of social skills and safety in the community as well as communication of wants and needs
· Facilitated socialization with peers
· Fun with friends!!!
