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The Guilford Center Considers Partnership with Durham, Johnston and Cumberland 

Greensboro – In April, the NC Department of Health and Human Services issued a final request to local management entities (LMEs) of mental health, developmental disabilities and substance abuse services to apply for 1915 (b)(c) Medicaid waivers. The waivers are expected to increase efficiency in the management of Medicaid funds for behavioral health services. Applications are due to the State by May 20, 2011.

The Guilford Center, the LME for Guilford County, is considering the option of joining the LMEs of Durham, Johnston, and Cumberland Counties in applying as a Medicaid Waiver site utilizing the State’s option of an intra-governmental agreement. The Durham Center would serve as the lead LME in the application process, working with the non-lead LMEs to determine which management functions would be retained in each location.

As required by the State’s request for application (RFA) process, the Durham Center is holding a stakeholder meeting on Thursday, May 12, 2011, from 5:30 until 7:00 p.m. at the Stanford L. Warren Library, 1201 Fayetteville Street, Durham. This meeting will provide interested parties with an opportunity to learn more about the waiver application process and the potential partnership between the Guilford Center, the Durham Center, Johnston County MH/DD/SA Area Authority, and the Cumberland County Mental Health Center. Guilford County stakeholders are invited to attend this meeting. 
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
